Dynamic positioning (DP) is a system, which automatically maintains a vessel’s position and heading by using her own propellers and thrusters. This allows operations at sea where mooring and anchoring are not feasible. Dynamic positioning may either be absolute in that the position is locked relative to a fixed point over the seabed, or relative to a moving object such as another vessel or an underwater vehicle. Dynamic positioning is frequently used in the offshore industry, e.g. the North Sea, Persian Gulf, Gulf of Mexico, West Africa and off Brazil.
Navigation (Nav) is an integrated bridge design solution which is adaptable to the requirements of all sea-going ship types. It is designed to meet all IMO and classification societies' requirements all the way up to one-man bridge operation.
